Public Transport (recommended)  

Sydney Uni is only 10 minutes from the city and well served with more than 15 
bus routes direct from Central Station and the Inner West and Eastern Suburbs.

By Car 
Getting there is fairly straightforward but parking can be a pain. Most parking 
inside the University is metered and University Security does issue fines, so check 
the signs carefully. Free street parking can generally be found nearby in Glebe if 
you’re willing to risk it. St Andrews College has a pay parking station (marked P on 
the map.). 
 
By Taxi 
Possible fall-back option if more than one person travelling. Direct the driver to 

the Ross Street Gate at Sydney Uni. Typical cab fares to Uni (1 way):  

 About $10 from City 
 About $15 from Ashfield 
 About $20 from Paddington 
 About $45 from Carlingford
